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   Guidelines for HPRC
Holistic Progress Report Card (HPRC) is a report card that assesses a student's progress across 
a variety of areas, including academic, social, and emotional development. The goal of an 
HPRC is to provide a comprehensive picture of a student's growth and development, and to 
help teachers and parents support the student in and out of the classroom. 

Here are some features of an HPRC: 
1. Multidimensional
An HPRC assesses a student's progress in cognitive, affective, socio-emotional, and 
psychomotor domains. 

2. Involves multiple perspectives
An HPRC includes assessments for the student and their peers.

3. Focuses on diverse skills
An HPRC evaluates a student's skills and competencies beyond just their performance on 
tests and exams. 



4. Includes accomplishments’ inventory
An HPRC includes an inventory of the student's accomplishments, such as 
independent work, critical thinking, and budgeting. 
 
5. Provides opportunities for reflection
An HPRC includes sections where the student can reflect upon his/her own 
performance. 

6. Dynamic
An HPRC allows schools to customize their reporting based on the learners’ 
needs and context of the schools . 
 
The National Curriculum Framework for School Education (NCFSE) and the 
Holistic Progress Report Card are intended to realign school report cards and 
contribute to equivalence across different academic authorities .

Discussion on Value related 21st century soft skills:
2.1. Listening Skill: 
Active listener with paying attention, showing interest, avoiding interrupting and 
asking question
2.2. Communication Skill:
Effective communication using strong, confident speaking voice, conveying ideas & 
information through written language and using imagery / wordless cues.
2.3 Empathy skill:
Empathic with a deeper understanding of another classmate’s experiences, feelings, 
views, hardships, sufferings.
2.4. Co-operation skill:
Co-operative with classmates, caring for weaker, needy and sharing resources to 
friends and helping them to solve problems.
2.5 Conversation skill:
Able to make conversation with classmates , youngers and elders using appropriate 
words as per situation and shows reasoning for personal views.



2.6. Friendship skill
Able to make healthy friendship with classmates to develop socio- emotional 
well-being and confidence.
2.7. Conflict Resolution/ Problem solving skill:
Always tries to resolve conflicts/ academic issues and real-life problems with a 
positive view , to develop confidence.
2.8. Stress coping skill:
Child may use a variety of coping skills to manage stress including self-care, time 
management, relaxation, mindfulness to continue studies.
2.9 Decision making skill:
Take responsible decision by identifying problem, analysing  potential solution 
and selecting more suitable course of action.
2.10. Interpersonal skill:
Child may develop friendly relation with his/her classmates and constitute a 
team with collaborative attitude.



2.11 Organisational skill.
Able to develop a plan, set goals, address challenges, increase resilience , manage allotted  
time and reach the milestone.

2.12. Emotion Control skill
Controls emotion and expresses in a socially approved way.

2.13. Respect Skill
Having respect to self, other classmates, youngers , elders, aged persons, differently abled 
persons to utilise learning, to be a complete man.

2.14. Assertiveness skill : 
Able to express self effectively and stand up for personal point of view with positive attitude 
confidently.

2.15 Leadership skill :
Able to influence, motivate and guide classmates towards achievement of a goal and share 
ideas to complete the task.



3.Formative evaluation:
3.1 Subject wise and subject linked cognitive/psychomotor learning 
outcomes wise evaluation system.

3.2 Continuous and frequent evaluation at the time of formation of 
knowledge in classroom transaction and 9 times in an academic year 
for each subject.

3.3 One formative evaluation shall be organized in every month 
preferably on the third week and remedial teaching to be taken up on 
the fourth week.

3.4. Form of test tool may be classroom test on written questionnaire, 
project work, verbal test, physical activity, model demonstration or 
any other innovative assessment frame.

6. Behavioural Cognitive outcomes:
1. Self-awareness: 
Awareness of the child to set goals, identify strength and weakness to improve stress 
management, to understand thoughts, feelings, values, beliefs and challenges. 

2. Communication: 
Ability of the child to respond in classroom transaction to express own thoughts /opinions 
verbally without fear, trauma & anxiety, to improve 7Cs of Communication (Clear, Concise, 
Concrete, Correct, Coherent, Complete & Courteous), to share own ideas in peer learning 
and group learning, to express value-added views in writing form with creativity and 
aesthetic presentation.

3. Collaborative thinking/ Classification: 
Ability of the child to think with classmates collaboratively to solve a problem with 
classification of the components of the matter, from specific to general and vice versa to 
develop level of thinking, team work, communication, social and problem solving skills. 



4. Experiential Learning: 
The skills of the child to develop scientific and positive attitude to solve problem, critical thinking 
regarding textual topic, to become effective communicator to opine, to become attentive, inquisitive, 
motivated, innovative and dedicated towards learning.

5. Critical thinking: 
Ability of the child to analyze, evaluate, interpret topic, to apply creative thoughts for argument, to 
find out easiest & time saving way to solve a problem and draw a conclusion.

6. Computational & Analytical thinking: 
Ability of the child to solve puzzle/story sum/analytical question, to construct project-based writing, 
to formulate hypothesis, design experiment, drawing conclusion to organise ideas, structure 
narratives, think cause & effect during comprehending text, to furnish an alternative way to reach the 
goal.

7. Problem solving ability/ Drawing effective conclusion: 
Ability of the child to draw scientific/logical conclusion to think of new ideas, make it easier to 
represent oneself in classroom response and in test/evaluation, to become an innovative and 
independent learner.



6. Decision-making skill:
Ability of children to learn how to make a reasoned judgement after analysing available 
information and to start the journey from factual knowledge to reach metacognitive 
knowledge.

7. Creative representation skill: 
Creativity of the child in one or more identically expressed field such as Art, STEM, 
dance, play, vocal/instrument music, yoga.

8. Aesthetic appreciation: 
Ability of the child to recognise and enjoy essence of beauty and art. He/she has the 
cognitive ability to interpret the art form with aesthetic values. It includes artworks, 
landscapes, gardening, conversation/ dialogue of play, recitation, music and home 
decoration.
